Rolle Recollections Linden Kilbane

I was at Rolle from 1967-1970 and was part of a small group of male students, as the college had previously been all women.
The meals at the college were brilliant with plenty of food. On Sundays we always had a roast. What was happening sometimes, especially at weekends, was that friends of the students and others joined the queue and got free meals! In the end we had a metal disc system to stop the food disappearing to the non-students. We used to get dripping and/or banana sandwiches for morning tea - they were popular, but looking back now I wouldn’t touch a dripping sandwich!!   Every so often we had meals with the staff.  

I remember Miss Spicer as the principal. She was almost never seen by the students!! The principal after Miss Spicer was a Mr Williams - he had a bushy beard and we used to call him Moses.
We had 3 lecturers in the RE dept and they all began with the letter B-- there was Barraclough, Baker and Bell. My Education lecturer was a Peter Horner who lived on Woodbury Common.

 I lived in St Hilarian Hall. 

We used to get several newspapers each morning and there was often a scamble to get a copy. I looked forward to reading the different papers, especially the Sunday ones with the coloured magazines in them.   

My years there were very happy and I remember that from our lecture room we could see the estuary, which was nice. I remember that at the start of each year they went through all the different student organisations and the relevant person had to say a few things about their group. One day we got a call for all the students to go to the hall - we had no idea why-- and we were given a telling off for letting lights stay on in the evening by the principal  Mr Williams.

At the back of the college there were propagating buildings. As I used these I developed an interest in plants and it has stayed with me till today. 

I can remember lining up every so often to get my grant cheque from the Local Authority - near the hall. 

I have now lived in Australia for over 30 years and in all that time have only ever met one student from Rolle.
