Bids for Rolle under the open tender process had to be in to Plymouth University by 27th May. Plymouth University kindly put a letter with the tender documents suggesting that potential bidders talk to the community about our plans. As a result the Rolle Exmouth Ltd directors have talked to a number of potential bidders about parts of the Rolle site being retained for post-16 education, community use and to support the economic regeneration of Exmouth, especially by providing office accommodation & small workshops

Rolle Exmouth Ltd is registered as an Industrial and Provident Society, so the company can issue shares to raise capital to lease or buy Rolle’s campus buildings. All shareholders have one vote, the right to replace all directors at each AGM and to be able to determine the direction of Rolle Exmouth Ltd at its AGM.
