22. Effective observations on planning applications

Exmouth Town Council appoints a Planning Committee with delegated authority to comment on all planning applications received within the Town Boundaries.  It comments on all either as an objection with reasons, no objection or defer for more information.  The committee meets on a fortnightly basis.

The District Council allows 21 days to respond from date of receipt of the application.  Applications are put to the last possible meeting of the Planning Committee before comments are needed to allow time for receipt of objections from neighbours or other interested parties.

I submit the following documents:-

· Agenda for a Planning Committee;

· Minutes of a Planning Committee;

· Copy response form to the District Council sent the day after committee decision has been made.  One copy for no objection response and one copy for objection response.

The Committee always takes cognizance of material considerations when refusing applications and will refer to the Local Plan in particular to support its reasons.  There are occasions when overriding considerations will be taken into account such as the creation of a significant number of jobs to the benefit of the economy.
