Information Update No 3, 1st June 2010

Keeping You Informed

Regular information bulletins are being issued to keep local businesses up to date with the Strand Enhancement.  
The works will inevitably cause some disruption but every effort will be made to minimise inconvenience to businesses, shoppers and visitors.  Pedestrian access will be maintained to all premises at all times they are open for business.  You will be contacted by site staff before works are carried out that directly affect your frontage.
General Information
The existing road surface in Rolle Street and the new roundabout area will be resurfaced in mid July. Local diversions and delays may be experienced during the works and motorists are asked to take special care.  Further updates will be issued nearer the time. 
When sections of paving are complete the contractor will carry out deep cleaning and apply an anti stain finish to protect the surface.

Works are currently on programme for completion in early November. 

Ongoing Works

Strand Outside Exmouth Market
The right hand slip road from the Strand into Rolle Street will be temporarily closed for 4 days on the 1st June to allow works to underground BT cables.  Motorists wishing to turn right into Rolle Street will have to go straight on and “u” turn around the roundabout.
Rolle Street - Arcadia Garage to Londis 

Paving works will continue along the frontage and should be complete during week beginning 14th June.
Rolle Street - Travelworld to Market Street
The majority of the paving works are now complete.  Over the next two weeks a new bus shelter, payphones and street lighting columns will be erected by specialist contractors.
South End of Strand - Thomas Tucker to Garners Home Hardware
Kerbing and drainage works are now complete.  Paving works will continue and are expected to be completed by the end of the second week in June.

North West Side of Strand – Imperial Road to Lloyds TSB
Works will start at Imperial Road end during week beginning 1st June on drainage and underground ducting works.  Where possible works will be constructed in sections to minimise disruption.
